The Jefferson D. Tufts, Sr. Scholarship Committee will award scholarships to eligible students at
the Grand Masters and National Department Head Warkshop and Triennial Session in July. This
Scholarship is to provide financial assistance for attendance at a higher institution of learning to
high school graduates.

SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES
» Must be high school graduate or have a G.E.D.
» A cumulative G.P.A of 2.5 or higher based on the 4.0 Grading Scale

» Recommendation letter from a current teacher, guidance counselor or community
member, etc.

> Must be accepted as full —time student { minimum of 12 semester hours or equivalent}
at a two or four- year accredited college or university during the fall semester of the
year in which the application is submitted.

> If presently enrolled, must pass at least 12 semester hours with at least a 2.5 cumulative
as evidence by grades submitted to the scholarship committee.

» Must submit a typed essay limited to no less than 400 words and no more than 500
words on the topic “How do young people empower their faith and still be accepted in
today’s society?”

» Application must be typed and neat. The completed application must be attached to the
essay. incomplete or hand written applications will automatically be disqualified. All
applications will be evaluated by the committee using weighted scoring in the areas

below:
